The twinkle in his 
eyes hinted at the inner peace he enjoyed as a fruit 
of many nocturnal hours of prayer before the Lord in 
the Blessed Sacrament.

There was such a sincerity of his love for Jesus in 
the Blessed Sacrament that shone through every-
thing he did.

The Real 
Presence Association worked with a Vatican group 
to get the posters describing the 120 church ap-
proved Eucharistic Miracles translated into English 
and printed on durable posters. The miracles of the 
Eucharist have taken place throughout the ages and 
in many countries of the world. This powerful display 
has touched many hearts in the 6 months that they 
have been viewed in the US, as the faithful “virtually 
visit” the places where these awe inspiring miracles 
took place.
