A Conference To 
Remember     

 
              Recently, there was a most re-
markable Eucharistic Conference held at 
Drury Lane in Oak Brook, Illinois. Over 
550 people in attendance received enlight-
enment and blessings from speakers with 
distinctive qualities on a timely subject for 
"The Year of the 
Eucharist".  
              The event 
was the first ever 
sponsored by The 
Real Presence Asso-
ciation, the interna-
tional organization located in Chicago, 
Illinois. Their goal is to educate on the 
Eucharist and to promote Eucharistic Ado-
ration. They assist parishes throughout the 
world in this endeavor.  
              When Pope John Paul II pro-
claimed "The Year of the Eucharist", he 
had already issued the fourteenth encycli-
cal of his pontificate, "Ecclesia de  
Eucharistia". It is written in a very per-
sonal appealing style, teaching the True 
Presence of Jesus in the Holy Eucharist as 
it was revealed in sacred scripture and 
continually proclaimed by the Holy  
Catholic Church through the centuries.  
              The speakers at this Conference 
took facets of the encyclical and explained 
the material in applicable ways for us to 
follow right now.  
              Emcee, John Morales, of Rele-
vant Radio, did introductions and provided 
memorable continuity, repeating often, 
"Praised be Jesus Christ." and the reply 
came back, "Both now and forever. 
Amen."

Briefly reviewed:  
               Abbot Edmund McCaffrey in his 
spirited explanation of chapter 2 stated, He 
suggested that we teach the youth that the altar 
and the tabernacle is where the action is...We 
should all become tabernacle huggers and altar 
lovers! Think about what that means. He 
pointed out that the Pope stressed we must ap-
preciate what is taking place on the altar during 
the Mass. There, the dedication of the Church, 
you and I, takes place, and Jesus comes to us 
body and blood, soul and divinity again and 
again at each sacrifice. Appreciate it. Love it. 
Love the Eucharist. And find your time for 
adoration outside of the Mass. Be there with 
Jesus. Be personal and prayerful. "Adoration of 
the Eucharist is of inexhaustible value for the 
Church."  
             Bishop Basil Meeking explained 
chapter 5, "Cultural Paths of the Church". He 
talked of how sacred art and music have 
strongly influenced our human culture since 
the time of the catacombs. However, in recent 
years we have lost much in the way of state-
ments of the faith through art, music and archi-
tecture. We have lessened the visual and audi-
tory symbols of past generations by removing 
and substituting. Paintings, sculptures, frescos, 
sacred vessels are disappearing and even the 
tabernacle is, in some churches, hidden from 
view. He encouraged the use of traditional 
Catholic hymns to give glory to God in our  
liturgies. Bishop Meeking concludes there is 
great need for renewal and reinforcing of rev-
erence and beauty for Our Lord present in our 
churches.  
               Francis Cardinal George of the 
Archdioceses of Chicago recaptured some of 
the highlights of the Eucharistic Congress held 
in Guadalajara, Mexico and reminded all of the 
beautiful devotion that the people there pub-
licly, display daily for the Eucharist and Our 
Blessed Mother. He praised the work of the 
Real Presence Association and presented an 
award to Archbishop Burke for his outstanding 
guidance to the Real Presence Association as 
their spiritual director.  
               The keynote speaker, Archbishop 
Raymond Burke of St. Louis, MO Archdio-
ceses and spiritual director for the Real Pres-
ence Association requested that there be an-
other Eucharistic Conference in September of 
2005. Plans have already begun. More on 
Archbishop Burke’s talk in the next issue.
