These words of St. Paul remind us during the Pauline year thato@esl every human life from the
moment of conception. He loves each and every human person, no matter les stage of
development or age, and he wants each to know and enjoy his love in fullness now and eternally.

Jesus taught that the commandment against killing has broad ingplécadnger and abuse Kill, too, in

their own way. So does indifference to the poor Lazarus at the gatkepwejudice. And refusing to

forgive. And violence in any form. There is a profound and clear vielevuch is taking place in our

country which many have increasingly come to accept agha since 1973. It does violence to our
families, to our mothers, fathers, brothers, sisters and to our sordaaglters. It destroys the most
basic human right...the right to life.

The most defenseless of our society need us to stand up and figmeifaight to live and praise God
with their lives. We bishops wrote in a 2001 statement: “Asicelgyleaders, we know that human life is
our first gift from a loving Father and the condition for all othemtldy goods. We know that no human
government can legitimately deny the right to life or reftitido certain classes of human beings.
Therefore the courts’ abortion decisions deserve only to be condemeqmudiated and ultimately
reversed.”

| am gravely concerned about a piece of legislation under cornsitefar some time, the “Freedom of
Choice Act” (FOCA). This legislation, which could be re-introducethannear future and would likely
be supported by powerful members of the House and Senate, would not enlystakvay from the
vision of a reversal of Roe vs. Wade — it could also remove vit@ll restrictions on abortion
nationwide, including parents’ right to be involved in their minor daugghticision, prohibitions of
partial birth abortion, and restrictions which protect women fromfaresaortion. It could permit non-
physicians to perform abortions and require federal funding of abartibrt®uld also violate the
conscience rights of doctors, nurses and hospitals.

One weekend at the end of January or beginning of February, &sk that every pastor of our
Diocese include in your parish bulletin the Freedom of Boice Fact Sheet distributed by the
USCCB and implement in his parish a postcard campaign to bsent to our US Senators and
Representatives.We have learned from experience that this kind of postcard campaigrhave
dramatic effects.

As we celebrate our Lord’s birth, you are in my thoughts and prayapgreciate your willingness to
take up this task in the midst of so many others at this busy Mane we look to the Lord Jesus and his
mother for inspiration, peace and hope.
