every single day of Lent. For others, it could be

giving up a bad habit we've developed. For still

others, it is obvious what seems to be the important
choice for me during Lent.

For many of us, the choice may not be to give
something up, but to add something to our daily
lives during Lent. We may commit ourselves to

extra prayer time. We may decide to do some
service to the poor, once a week during Lent. We
may choose to increase our almsgiving to the poor -
perhaps related to something we choose not to do,
e.g., some might choose not to go out to eat one
night a week, and to give that total amount to the
poor.

Whether it is fasting, abstaining or other acts of
penance/sacrifice, the whole desire we should have
is to use these means to help us grow closer to our
Lord Jesus and prepare ourselves
"to celebrate the paschal mystery with minds
and hearts renewed." (First Preface of Lent)

Rite of Sending Of the Catechumens for Election
At the conclusion of th@eriod of the catechumenatga rite of sending the catechumens (those to be baptized at the
Easter Vigil) to their election by Bishop Sartain, will beetehted at St. Elizabeth Seton at 5 PM on 2/28. This rite of
sending offers our community the opportunity to express its apgpobthe catechumens and to send them forth to the
celebration of election assured of the parish's care and support.

Rite of Election or Enrollment of Names
The next step in Christian Initiation of the Catechumerttie liturgical rite called both election and the enrollnzént
names. This rite ends the catechumenate period propers,ttia¢ iperiod of formation of the catechumens' minds and
hearts. The celebration of the rite of election, which wiltelebrated on March'iat the cathedral of St. Raymond with
Bishop Sartain, marks the beginning of the period of fimalre intense preparation for their sacraments of initiation. It
is during this periodhat the elect will be encouraged to follow Christ with greatenegosity. On the basis of the
testimony of godparents and catechists and of the catechueffisimation of their intention, the Church judges their
state of readiness and decides on their advancement toward the sgeEnmatiation.
