In our series of articles this Lent, we’ll explain the terms and elaborate more on the different “Rites” that
will take place.

What does RCIA mean? The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (often abbreviated RCIA) is the

process through which interested adults are gradually introduced to the Roman Catholic faith and way of life.

What is the difference between a catechumen and ac  andidate ? A catechumen is a person seeking to enter the
Catholic faith that has not been previously baptized. A candidate is a person who has been baptized in some other
Christian faith and has begun the study and prayerful journey to enter the Catholic faith and way of life.

Penitential Rite
The penitential rite marks the Lenten purification of baptized but previously uncatechized adults who are preparing to
receive the sacraments of confirmation and Eucharist or to be received into the full communion of the Catholic Church.

This rite takes place during the period of final preparation for the sacraments of initiation and will be celebrated here in
our parish on March 8" at the 8:30 Mass. This rite signifies that the candidates are approaching the maturity of faith and
understanding required for a fuller life in the community.
