"The whole power of the sacrament of
Reconciliation consists in restoring us 2
to God's grace and joining us with (W2 E i
him in an intimate friendship." CCC e
1468

Reconciliation with God is thus the purpose and
effect of the sacrament.

You will grow in grace, sincerity, humility and
self-knowledge. You'll be strengthened to avoid
temptation in the future.

Reconciliation gives you the means of facing your
sins, dealing with them, and moving on.

You will experience the joy and the peace of
God's forgiveness.
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Examine your conscience using HOW?
the Ten Commandments or an available

guide.

There are no special words you need to say.
Greet the priest, and tell him how long it has
been since your last confession. If it's been a
while, he’'ll help you.

Be concise, clear, complete and contrite. You
have to confess mortal sins and give a sense of
how often. Don’'t be embarrassed. Realize that
you're about to receive God’s abundant mercy!
That joy is incredible!

Listen to the priest’s comments and penance he
asks you to do.

Then you'll make an act of contrition. Look in a
prayer book for a longer one, or simply say:
“Jesus, | am truly sorry for my sins and, with your
grace, | will try to sin no more.”

The priest will give you “absolution” in the name
of the Trinity on behalf of the Church.

Do your penance right away, before leaving the
church if possible.

Rejoice! Christ has forgiven and forgotten your
sins and the angels are celebrating!!

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Period of Purification and Enlightenment

KGIA’ The period of purification and enlightenment begins with the rite of election and the

season of Lent. During Lent, the focal point is to renew the entire community

through recollection and repentance and to prepare the Elect prior to their receiving the Easter

sacraments of initiation. For both the elect and the faith community of St. Elizabeth, the Lenten
season is a time for spiritual growth in preparation for the celebration of the paschal mystery.

For the Elect, this is a period of more intense spiritual preparation, consisting more in interior
reflection than in catechetical instruction. It is intended to purify the minds and hearts of the elect as
they search their own consciences and do penance. Lent is also intended to enlighten the minds and
hearts of the elect with a deeper knowledge of Christ the Savior. The celebration of certain rites,
particularly the Scrutinies brings about this process of purification and enlightenment and extends it
over the course of the entire Lenten season.

In the story of the Last Judgment, Jesus reminds us to care for those in need. If we ignore those
who are hungry, thirsty, ill, without clothes, in prison, or strangers, we turn away from Christ. When
we act with compassion, and generosity for the “least among us,” we act as his true disciples.
