Try preparing for Sunday by prayer-
fully reading the Scriptures at home first. 
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Dear Friends in Christ,  
 
God is filled with Mercy for His people.  On this Fourth Sunday of the Holy Season of 
Lent, we contemplate how great is God’s mercy for us.  Even while we were still 
sinners, He showed it to us as he sent His only Son into the world.  This gift is freely 
given.  It is not something we earn, nor is it ever taken from us.  The life, death and 
resurrection of Jesus are constant reminders to us of the infinite mercy and goodness of 
God. 
 
During our liturgies this weekend, we will be asked to reflect on our willingness to show 
mercy to others.  Can we do for others as God does for us?  The more we appreciate 
God’s goodness helps us to share it with each other.  In these difficult economic times, it 
is very important to be there for one another.  As many people are struggling and 
burdened, they are especially in need of the compassion and goodness of others. 
 
Lent is now half over.  Today we celebrate Laetare Sunday.  Our rose colored vestments 
and our mass prayers and readings speak to us of our anticipation of Easter joy.  I hope 
you are all having a good Lent.  May each day bring us closer to Jesus. 
 
   In Christ, 

On the 3rd, 4th and 5th Sundays of Lent we celebrate the Scrutinies for our RCIA 
catchumen. What is a scrutiny? The final weeks before Easter are times of intense 
preparation for those who will be baptized and received into the Church at the 
Easter Vigil. In the ancient Church, this was a time when the lifestyle of the 

baptismal candidate was closely examined and prayers were said over them to free them from the 
grasp of Satan. Since the reintroduction of Rite of Christian Initiation in 1988, the scrutinies are 
“meant to uncover then heal all that is weak, defective, or sinful in the hearts of the elect; to bring 
out, then strengthen all that is upright, strong, and good. They are celebrated in order to deliver the 
elect from the power of sin and Satan, to protect them against temptation, and to give them strength 
in Christ.” (RCIA #141) The scrutinies consist of intercessions that are focused on the Elect and a 
prayer of exorcism. 
 
Please note:  Those who are already baptized and being received into the church do not participate 
in the scrutinies.  Scrutinies are done only for the non-baptized.

Dear Friends in Christ, 
 

I am taking the extraordinary measure of communicating with you by letter this weekend because I believe we are faced 
with an urgent matter in the Illinois General Assembly. 

 
Several weeks ago we learned of an extremely troubling bill, HB2354, that would create the “Reproductive Health and 

Access Act.”  This bill has now passed the House Human Services Committee and will be debated on the floor.  You may find the 
full text of the bill on the internet (www.ilga.gov) by typing in “HB2354” in the number search on the left and then clicking “Full 
Text” at the top left of the page which gives a synopsis of the bill.  

 
Why should Catholics and others be concerned about this bill?  There are a number of critical reasons.  The bill seeks to: 

 
· declare abortion to be a fundamental right in our state 
· pre-empt any existing state restrictions on abortion or prevent any common-sense regulation such as parental notification 
· expand public funding of abortion through Medicaid 
· mandate comprehensive sex education for all children in public schools  
· invalidate the Illinois Health Care Right of Conscience Act protecting health care professionals and employers; in other 

words, it would violate the right of conscience of health care institutions and health care professionals when it comes to 
abortion  

  
 I feel a responsibility to bring this matter to your attention so that we will all understand the broad, immoral implications of this bill.  
It is not an exaggeration to say that the bill threatens our freedom of religion and conscience in Illinois.  Why would I make such a 
strong claim? 
 
 Section 35 of the bill states, “Individual health care professionals who object to providing certain reproductive health care based on 
religion or personal conscience may refuse to provide such services only under the following conditions…”  The conditions set forth 
include requiring the “objecting health care professional” to provide prior written notice of his or her objection to providing such 
services.  Our State should be defending our freedom of religion, not requiring individual citizens to defend their own right to that 
freedom – against state law! 
 
 As Francis Cardinal George has written to his parishioners this weekend, “In our country, we recognize conscientious objection to 
war, even though defending one’s country is a noble and moral act.  We recognize the conscientious objection of those doctors who 
will not cooperate in administering the death penalty, even for terrible crimes.  Why do some Illinois legislators want to take away 
conscientious objection to abortion?” 
 
 We must work for the defeat of HB2354, and I urge you to contact your state representative and let him or her know of your strong 
opposition to HB2354.  If you do not know your state representative, visit the Illinois General Assembly's web site at www.ilga.gov 
and find the “Legislator Lookup” link under “Additional Resources” at the end of the second column.  If you have any problems, call 
the Catholic Conference of Illinois at 312-368-1066 for assistance. 
 
 Please join with me in prayer for the defeat of this disturbing bill and for those who support it.  Don’t forget to thank those 
legislators who oppose it.  Be assured of my daily prayers for each of you.

Illinois has a version of FOCA known as the 
Reproductive Justice and Access Act (RJAA) or HB 
2354. This bill represents a RADICAL departure from 
current Illinois law regarding abortion, public funding 
of abortion, health care right of conscience, and

enactment of HB 2354 would (1) disallow any 
regulation of abortion procedures or emergency 
contraceptives in Illinois, (2) potentially require public 
funding of these same abortion procedures and 
emergency contraceptive services, (3) enact broad 
immunity protections for those involved in abortion 
procedures, (4) mandate “comprehensive” sex 
education for every public school student in the state, 
and (5) drive anyone holding religious or conscience 
objections to any abortion-related procedure or 
emergency contraceptive from the Illinois’ health care 
community by codifying religious discrimination!
