As we draw closer to 
Holy Week, the readings speak insistently of 
death.  In contrast, the Lord who gives his 
people living water to drink, and who opens the 
eyes of the blind, also breaks the power of 
death, calling us forth from our tombs into life 
that lasts forever.  This is the purpose of our 
Lenten observance and our journey to help us 
move from death to life as we celebrate the 
Resurrection of the Lord and to recall our 
participation in the new life Christ brings through 
our Baptism.

Unless a grain of wheat falls to the ground and 
dies, it cannot produce fruit.  Speaking of his 
own death, Jesus tells us in today’s Gospel, 
“When I am lifted up, I will draw everyone to 
myself.”  His sacrificial death produced the rich  
harvest of eternal life offered to all. 
 
Jesus willingly sacrificed his life in obedience to 
his Father.  He calls us to follow him.  Let us 
pause and reflect. … 
 
Am I willing to die to self, to my own 
will in order to follow Jesus and be 
obedient to the will of God? 
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The Altar at SES 
Each time we celebrate the Holy Mass  we gather 
around our altar, the table of the Lord.  At the altar, 
we celebrate the mystery of Christ’s dying and 
rising.  
 
At SES our beautiful altar has much symbolism and 
beauty in its design.  The top of our altar is 
constructed of Roman Travertine Marble.  The side 
panels are hand carved from kiln-dried Honduran 
mahogany.  The eight sides suggest the eighth day, 
the day of resurrection.  The 8 panels have wooden 
carvings that tell the story of "a grain of wheat" from 
the Gospel of St. John 12:20-33 that we hear on this 
5th Sunday of Lent. 

Come to the Font of Mercy!! 
To those who have not yet come to the sacrament of 
Reconciliation to prepare ourselves for the glory of Easter, 
there is another opportunity this Tuesday evening.   
 
We are encouraged to go often to the “font of mercy” 
and receive healing, forgiveness, grace and guidance! 
 
“To those who have been far away from the Sacrament of 
Reconciliation and forgiving love, I make this appeal: 
Come back to this source of grace; do not be afraid! 
Christ Himself is waiting for you. He will heal you, and 
you will be at peace with God!”          Pope John Paul II  

As long as the law remains external to us, it appea rs 
as a threat and a limitation.  But when we internal ize 
the law—as does a gifted pianist or golfer–it is a 
means of true liberation! 
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Dear Friends in Christ,  
 
Each Sunday during this Lenten Season at the start of our liturgies, we have all been asked to 
pause and reflect.  Today this will be done with these words, “Am I willing to die to self, to my 
own will in order to follow Jesus and be obedient to the will of God?  As this holy season 
continues, our awareness of the great sacrifice of Christ on the cross continues to deepen.  
Christ gave totally of Himself for our salvation.  he died to set us free from sin.  Are we willing 
to do the same?  Will each of us surrender ourselves and all that we are to show our love for 
Him?  How can we become more obedient to the Lord?  Does the power of our will hold us 
back in any way? 
 
Next Sunday, with the great entry of Jesus into Jerusalem, we mark the start of Holy Week.  I 
encourage you to begin now to make plans to participate in the special liturgies that will take 
place.  Mark the times on your calendars so that nothing can interfere with them.  Try to spend 
the days of the Sacred Triduum without extra work or distraction.  On these days, we should 
especially try to slow down and experience the great events in the life of the Lord. 
 
Please also take advantage of the remaining time for the Sacrament of Reconciliation.  The 
Lord gave up His life to bring us the gift of Forgiveness.  He waits for us to return to Him. 
                                                With Lenten Prayers, 

Our RCIA candidates and catechumens have grown closer to Christ and his Church in their prayerful journey 
toward Easter.  Their Sacraments of Initiation will be celebrated the night of the Easter Vigil.  Because they 
are asking for the sacraments of initiation, the elect and Candidates have the intention of achieving an 
intimate knowledge of Christ and the Church, and they have progressed in genuine self-knowledge through 
serious examination of their lives and true repentance. 
 

Sacraments of Initiation. At the Easter Vigil after sunset on Holy Saturday, the elect (those to be baptized) 
and the previously baptized candidates celebrate the Sacraments of Initiation:  
 

· Baptism (for the unbaptized), 
· Confirmation and  
· Holy Eucharist 

 

The elect are plunged into the waters of new birth and come out of those waters reborn in Christ. They are 
then configured to be more like Christ through the sacred chrism of Confirmation. Finally, the culmination of 
their initiation happens when they taste the Body and Blood of our Lord Jesus Christ in the Eucharist. So, too, 
the baptized candidates make a profession of faith, are confirmed and receive the Eucharist in this most holy 
of all the Church’s liturgies.  
 
Please join us at this powerful liturgy on Saturday evening, April 11 at 8 pm and celebrate with our newest
