In our diocesan magazine Christ is our Hope 
Bishop Sartain tells the story of a wedding he witnessed when he was a pastor in 
Memphis.  Following the wedding he heard the sound of someone vacuuming the 
floor of the hall where the wedding took place.  It was the father of the bride.  His 
name was Jaime.  “What are you  doing, Jaime?” the Bishop asked.  “Vacuuming 
the floor,” came the response.  “How did you find our vacuum cleaner?”  This one 
is mine.  I brought it from home.” 
 
Bishop Sartain goes on to give his insight about Stewardship.  “That simple 
encounter taught me a great deal about Jaime—and about stewardship.  He was so 
respectful of the property of others and grateful for being allowed to use it that he 
went beyond the call of duty to care for it as if it were his own.  His gesture was an 
expression of respect for the thousands of others who used the facility.”   
 
We have an opportunity to continue our Stewardship ways at St. Elizabeth Seton.  
Stewardship is as much of the fiber of this parish as is our desire to be a 
“welcoming” community. The parishioners have been building this church for 
almost 23 years.  We have done this with our gifts of time, talent and treasure.  We 
not only built the physical church building but, more importantly, we have been 
building the Body of Christ, the People of God, and the Community of  believers.

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Dear Friends in Christ,  
 
Our celebrations today begin with shouts of HOSANNA!  As did the people of Jerusalem, we 
join to rejoice in the presence of the Lord Jesus.  Like them, we wave palm branches as a 
testimony to the honor that we give Him.  Christ entered the city in triumph.  Yet before long, 
this was to greatly change.  The same people that welcomed Him soon were to call for His 
death.  In our liturgies we see how this very sad drama unfolded.  Jesus was to very quickly 
experience cries for His crucifixion.  The triumphal entry of Palm Sunday would soon find Him 
on the way to Calvary. 
 
Last September, our Holy Land Pilgrim group walked the route that Jesus followed on Palm 
Sunday.  It is a very steep and winding pathway.  At the end of it, we found ourselves in the 
Garden of Gethsemene.  I am still overwhelmed as I recall what it was like to follow His way 
down that road to the garden where he was in terrible agony.  While we were there, the garden 
was surrounded by blooming azalea flowers.  Most appropriately, they were purple in color.  I 
was reminded by them of the sadness the Lord embraced that was always mingled with hope.
