“Give us this day our daily bread”?

Asking God with the filial trust of children for the
daily nourishment which is necessary for us all we
recognize how good God is, beyond all goodness. We
ask also for the grace to know how to act so that
justice and solidarity may allow the abundance of
some to remedy the needs of others.

Why do we say “Forgive us our
trespasses as we forgive those
who trespass against us”?

By asking God the Father to pardon us, we
acknowledge before him that we are sinners. At the
same time we proclaim his mercy because in his Son
and through the sacraments “we have redemption, the
forgiveness of sins” (Colossians 1:14). Still our
petition will be answered only if we for our part have
forgiven first.
