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Background Information on the Catholic Ministries Annual Appeal 
2009-10 Goal: $6,400,000 

  
The Catholic Ministries Annual Appeal is an annual fundraising effort that underwrites 75% of the Catholic Ministries 
budget.  This year it begins this weekend, Promotion Sunday, with the use of an informative audio tape by 
Bishop.  Parishioners will be asked to make a pledge to the Appeal through envelopes they receive in the mail or at 
Masses on the weekend of May 2/3. 
 
The funds raised through the Appeal are the major source of financial support used to underwrite the ministries, charities 
and services of the diocese. 
 
In 1985 the Annual Appeal was established in order to raise operating funds for the diocese outside of the parish 
assessments through an appeal directly to the people of the diocese.  In an attempt to get parish support for the Appeal, 
the parish assessment of approximately 14% was cut in half.  The current parish assessment is only 7%. 
 
The Diocesan Finance Council, comprised of lay and clergy volunteers, works closely with Bishop Sartain in 
determining how best to allocate the total Catholic Ministries budget in meeting essential needs.  Each year efforts are 
made to improve the efficiency and effectiveness of all services made available to the people of the diocese.  All of the 
agencies are required to submit a carefully developed budget. 
 
The Catholic Ministries Appeal gives us an opportunity to work together and accomplish something that no single parish 
can provide, but which 130 parishes and missions of the diocese can provide by working in unison. 



Frequently Asked Questions About the Catholic Ministries Annual Appeal 
 

Where does the Catholic Ministries Annual Appeal money go? 
 

The funds raised by the Appeal are allocated by the Bishop after consultation with the Diocesan Finance Committee and 
the Diocesan Finance Office. Gifts to the Catholic Ministries Appeal help fund the following agencies: 

 What is the Catholic Ministries Annual Appeal? 
 

The Catholic Ministries Annual Appeal is an annual fundraising effort that underwrites 75% of the diocesan budget. 
Parishioners will be asked to make a pledge to the Appeal through the information they receive in the mail or at Masses 
on the weekend of April 25 & 26, 2009. The funds raised through the Appeal are the major source of financial support 
used to underwrite the ministries, charities and services of the diocese. 
 

Why are the administrative services included? 
 

Agencies and offices on the diocesan level have as their main focus to support the overall mission of the diocese–and 
that means that they exist to help parishes and schools accomplish their local missions. To do so requires that the diocese 
provide some level of oversight, training, and administrative support to the 2,300 employees who work in our parishes, 
schools and diocesan agencies. 
  

Why does Catholic Charities do additional fundraising? 
 

$1,200,000 of the diocesan budget is given to Catholic Charities to help support its very worthwhile presence in our 
diocese. However, this amount is only a small percentage of the funds needed to carry out its mission. In addition to 
what is given through CMAA, Catholic Charities must also do its own fundraising to meet its budget. 
  

Why are there so many mailings? 
 

Direct mail has been a successful resource for the CMAA with more than $5.3 million dollars of the Appeal coming to 
us through the mailings. Once a response is made to a mailing about the CMAA or a gift is made, mailings will stop with 
the exception of a thank you letter and tax receipt at the end of the year. Tax receipts are sent to anyone who gives gifts 
of $250 or more, as required by the IRS. It is always wise to keep receipts of charitable giving for audit purposes. 
  

 How much should I give? 
 

As stewards, we should take time to reflect on our God-given gifts of time, talent and treasure. Charitable giving is a 
reflection of our Christian stewardship of treasure. Giving back to God, either through contributions to the parish, the 
CMAA, or other worthwhile charities, should require a sacrifice, one that recognizes God’s generosity to us individually. 
Therefore, gifts are a personal decision between the donor and God, and should be made after careful reflection. 
  

Why should I make a pledge instead of a one-time gift? 
 

Making a pledge allows gifts to be spread throughout the year, which may make it easier for you to pay, and may also 
allow parishioners to give a larger gift. Coupon books will be automatically sent to donors who chose the installment 
payment plan. Pledges may be paid any time before the end of the year. If a donor’s situation changes, the pledge may 
also be canceled or increased. 
  

How can I make my gift?
