The month of May is always a very special time of the year.  It is filled with many 
celebrations that mark important events in our lives.  This weekend our parish celebrates 
First Holy Communion.  At three special liturgies, our young people will receive the 
Body and Blood of Jesus for the first time.  I’m sure that most of us can warmly recall 
this great day in our lives.  Fifty years ago, on May 3, 1959, I received my First 
Communion.  How blest are we because we can share in this great gift every day of our 
lives.  Please keep our children of the Class of 2009 in your prayers. 
 
May is also a month dedicated to Mary, the Mother of Jesus.  Next weekend at all of our 
masses, we will have our May Crowing celebrations.  We place a crown of flowers on 
Mary’s head as a sign of honor for her.  We realize the role of Mary in the life of Jesus 
and in our lives.  The love that Jesus and Mary shared is greater than our understanding.  
Mary continues to be part of that relationship with her Son.  She brings us to Him so that 
we too can share in that same union.

The perception that some people have is that our organ, stations and statues came from 
money that could have been used for the parking lot.  This is not true.  No parish funds 
were used to purchase any of these items.  Generous donors gave these items to our 
parish.  The help you have given is most appreciated.  More help is still needed.
