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Dear Friends in Christ, 
 
Today our faith community celebrates the great feast of the Most Holy Trinity.  We 
recall on this day the belief that we share that there are Three Persons in One God.  
The Father, Son and Holy Spirit are bonded together and are one.  Each time that we 
make the Sign of the Cross we reaffirm that we believe this mystery.  Often we may 
have a particular relationship with one person of the Trinity.  We may seek the 
guidance of the spirit or ask for the Father’s blessings.  Frequently we also turn to 
Jesus as our Savior and companion.  Today we realize how all three are one.  Each 
person is unique and yet part of the others. 
 
On Thursday, May 28, our retired Auxiliary Bishop Roger Kaffer died.  He had last 
been to SES in May, 2008 for the blessing of our organ.  Bishop Kaffer was a very 
generous and holy man.  He grew up in Joliet and spent his entire career serving the 
people of our diocese.  In 1965, our seminary opened and he was named the first 
rector.  In 1970, he became the principal of Providence High School.  He had a great 
love and devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus.  Bishop Kaffer shared this love with 
many. 
 
As a senior in high school in March, 1969, I approached him and asked how I could 
become a priest.  A conversation with then Fr. Kaffer, led me to where I am today 
forty years later.  Like so many others, I have a great deal of gratitude to him for all 
that he did for me through the years.  Bishop Kaffer was always available to talk to or 
to seek help from.  As the vicar for priests, he was always there to support and guide. 
 
Bishop Kaffer was looking forward to meeting the Lord.  He lived his life seeking 
Heaven.  He was eager to be with Pope John Paul II and Mother Theresa.  God 
graciously granted this wish and welcomed him to Paradise.  May he rest in peace. 
 
Today is a very blest day for our parish.  Fr. Dino Billote celebrates his first mass 
here on this day.  From SES has come our first parishioner to be ordained a priest.  
May God bless his ministry and may the Spirit guide his priesthood.  We are very 
fortunate that he will not be going very far from here.  Fr. Dindo has been assigned to 
St. Raphael.  Please pray for all priests and pray that more will become priests.
