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Dear Friends in Christ, 
 
Today is the feast of the Body and Blood of Christ or Corpus Christi.  As a faith 
community, we recognize the great gift that Christ has shared with us in the 
Eucharist.  We have this celebration to help draw our attention to the presence of 
Christ.  As Catholics, we believe in the true presence.  At every mass, the bread and 
wine change into Christ’s body and blood.  When our celebration ends, these 
elements continue to be Christ.  All precious blood is consumed.  The consecrated 
hosts are placed either in the tabernacle or are used for adoration. 
 
Today I’d like to ask you to consider the following thoughts.  It is my hope that our 
respect and appreciation for the Eucharist will continue to grow.  I also pray that we 
will continue to remember that we are the living body of Christ.  We are called both 
to reflect His love and to recognize His presence in ourselves and one another. 
 
Please ask yourself: 
 
· Do I prepare for mass by reflecting on the readings before I come? 
· Do I make it a habit not only to come on time but to be early? 
· Does the clothing I wear to mass indicate that this is the most important event in 

the week? 
· How well do I participate?  Do I try to sing knowing that God doesn’t care what it 

sounds like? 
· Am I focused during the liturgy upon the prayers, readings and homily? 
· Do I leave during mass only when it is an emergency?  If I do need to step out, do 

I not do so while the bread and wine are being consecrated? 
· When I receive communion, do I try to do so with reverence? 
· Do I leave after the procession of priest and servers has reached the doors? 
· Do I realize the presence of Christ in others? 
· Am I grateful for this precious gift? 
 
I hope these questions help you to pause and ponder the significance of the Eucharist.  
The more that we recognize Christ’s presence will lead us to a deeper bond with Him 
and one another.  Please join us for our procession after the 11:30 Mass as we ask 
Christ to bless our neighborhood.

HEALTH MINISTRY  

 
UNWANTED FACIAL HAIR ON WOMEN:  Ladies, are 
you troubled by a mustache or chin hairs? The treatment 
for the removal of the hair will depend on the cause!  
 
LASER THERAPY - This is when a highly concentrated 
light [laser] is passed over your skin and that disables the 
hair follicles. In most cases the hair doesn't grow back, 
but an occasional touch up may be necessary. This is 
good if the cause is ethnicity and family history. 
 
ELECTROLYSIS - Tiny needles are inserted into each 
hair follicle. It emits a pulse of electric current to destroy 
it. It is a painful procedure and may cause lightening or 
darkening of the skin. This is also good if it is a family 
history cause. 
 
HORMONES - There are many reasons why our 
hormones get out of balance. Sometimes, facial hair and 
even voice changes, can be experienced. You would need 
to consult the doctor on this one. Could be a drug 
interaction, beginning of menopause, child birth, or other 
causes. 
 
TEMPORARY REMOVAL - They hurt, need to be 
repeated but in the end they are less expensive, and you 
have more control. Waxing, plucking, shaving, bleaching, 
smelly creams, are some to name a few. Yes this is a 
problem and annoying, there is no doubt. May I suggest 
the next time you wax or pluck you  think of  and say a 
prayer for the women that may have needed 
chemotherapy and now have no eye brows, or hair on 
their legs and maybe even their heads. Let's offer up the 
discomfort for them!
